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Important notes on using the tea pro-
grams

o Whenusing the tea programs, note that only water
should be poured into the kettle. No other materi—
als (such as medicinal herbs, dry tea, fruit, spices or
other additives) should be placed directly into the
kettle.

o The kettle is used only for boiling water and the
preparation of tea should be done in the special
part of the infuser or a separate compartment.

o Failure to observe this point will result in

To extend the life of the appliance and
maintain its optimal performance, please
read and follow the instructions below
carefully:

1. Draining the water and cleaning the kettle
body

After the water in the kettle has complete-
ly cooled, drain it and wash the kettle, then
wipe it with a soft, dry cloth.

Warning:After the water boils and the heat-
ing process is complete, do not perform any
operations such as cleaning the body of the
device or draining the water in the tank. At
this stage, the heating element of the device
is still at a very high temperature and direct
or indirect contact with it can lead to severe
burns or serious injuries.

2. Cleaning the inner surface of the kettle
To wash the inside of the kettle, use mild
detergents and be careful not to let water or
detergents penetrate the part connected to
the base of the appliance.

e Avoid using strong chemical cleaners or
metal abrasives inside the kettle, as this will
damage the inner body.

3. Cleaning the teapot filter

After each use, clean the teapot filter with
warm water and a soft brush or sponge. This
will prevent the filter from changing color
and the accumulation of dirt.

Descaling the kettle

e Minerals in tap water can build up on the
bottom and walls of the kettle, which will
reduce the efficiency of the appliance over
time. Please use one of the following meth-
ods to descale it periodically:

Method 1: Using white vinegar

1. Fill the kettle with two cups of white vine-
gar and one cup of water.

2. Leave the solution in the tank overnight.
3. Then drain the kettle, fill it with clean wa-
ter, and bring the water to a boil.

4. Drain the kettle again and repeat this
process several times until the vinegar smell
is completely gone.

Using lemon juice

1. Fill the kettle halfway to the water level indi-
cator.

2. Add half a teaspoon of lemon juice to the
water.

3. Set the appliance to boil to descaling.

4. When finished, rinse the kettle with clean
water.

Warning:Do not wash any of the device
components with corrosive chemicals such
as bleach, salt ink or concentrated cleaning
agents.

o Strictly prevent moisture or water from en-
tering the tea maker panel, power socket and
display.

If you notice any abnormal operation or
damage, contact your authorized NASA
Electric after—sales service representative.

Storage and maintenance of the device

o Before repacking the product, make sure
that the parts and body of the device are dry.
e After finishing working with the device,
please repack it and place it in a dry place
away from moisture.

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e The current water temperature is continu-
ously displayed on the touch panel.

5.When the water temperature reaches 40 de-
grees Celsius, a warning sound (beep) will be
played to inform the user. This temperature is
the right temperature for preparing baby milk.
6.After reaching 40 degrees, the device will
automatically enter the keep-warm mode
to maintain the temperature at the desired
level.

Note: Before preparing milk for the baby,
make sure that the tank, filter and device
parts are clean.

1.By touching the ““ icon twice, all icons
on the device panel will light up, indicating
that the programs are activated.

2.Before each use of the “ %‘ Honey” pro-
gram, it is necessary to boil the water in
the tank at least once to a temperature of
100°C.

o This step is performed in order to comply
with hygiene standards and ensure the proper
functioning of the heating system.

3.After selecting the “Honey” program, the
“Honey” and “Pure” icon lights will flash for
3 seconds.

e After that, the device will automatically
start the water boiling process.

4.The “Pure” icon light remains on during
the operation of the device.

e The LED display continuously displays the
current water temperature.

5.After the water temperature decreases to
60 degrees Celsius, the device notifies the
user by playing a “beep” warning sound.

e This temperature is the best water tempera-
ture to preserve the properties of honey in pre—
paring mixed teas.

6.After reaching a temperature of 60 degrees,
the device automatically enters the keep—warm
mode and maintains the water temperature at
the same level.

Note: To maintain the quality of the tea and the
properties of honey, avoid adding honey directly
to hot water with a temperature higher than 60
degrees Celsius. Also, always ensure that the tank
and the inside of the device are clean.

Tea and various tea programs:

3.Before each use of the “Tea” program, it is
necessary to boil the water in the tank once to a
temperature of 100 degrees Celsius.

“Milk” Program: Preparing Water Suitable
for Boiling Baby Milk

Application: This program is designed to pre—
pare water at the appropriate temperature for
preparing baby formula. The final output tem-
perature in this program is 40°C, and lukewarm
water is safe and suitable for mixing with for—
mula.

Note: This function is not intended for
pouring milk into the kettle.

Steps to use the “Milk” program:

1. Initial activation: By touching the ““
icon once, all icons of the device will light up
and the touch panel will be activated.

2. Before using the “Milk” program, it is nec—
essary to heat the water to 100°C and reach
the boiling point.

Note: If you intend to use the “Milk” program
to prepare formula, please note the following
points:

olf you first heat the water to 100°C (boiling
point), then immediately activate the “Milk”
program.

e In this case, you need to wait for the water
temperature to drop from 100 degrees to 40
degrees Celsius (the right temperature for
mixing with powdered milk). This process may
take some time.

If you have already boiled the water:

o If the water has been boiled to 100 degrees
Celsius in a previous step (for example, a
few hours ago), there is no need to boil the
water again.

o In this case, just select the “Milk” program.
e The device will only heat the water to 40
degrees Celsius until it reaches this temper—
ature.

e Once the water reaches 40 degrees Celsius,
you can mix it with powdered milk.
Recommendation: To save time, it is recom-
mended to boil the water in advance and store
it in a clean and sterile container so that when
needed, it is enough to just heat it to the right
temperature.

3.Afte selecting the “Milk” program, the
“Milk & ” and “Pure” icon indicators will
flash for 3 seconds.

eAfter that, the device will automatically
enter the heating process.

4.The “Pure” program indicator light will re-
main on during the device’s operation.
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Instructions for using the device

Initial preparation before use:

olf you are using the device for the first time or
it has been a long time since the last use, fill the
tank with water below the (MAX) level and turn on
the device 1to 2 times to boil. This is to clean the
inside of the tea maker.

Note: Do not consume boiled water.

eWhen boiling water, do not touch the steam and
its outlet. To prevent burns, keep the device door
closed and avoid opening it during boiling.

Steps for boiling water:

1.Remove the tea maker body from the base. (As
shown in Figure 1)

2.Pour the required amount of water into the
kettle. Make sure that the water level in the tank
should not be higher than the “MAX” level and
lower than the “MIN” level.

o If the water level is lower than the “MIN” level,
the device may turn off before boiling water. Also,
if the water level is higher than the “MAX” level,
hot water will overflow.

e Pour water into the kettle to the bottom (MAX)
so that it does not overflow during operation. (As
shown in Figure 2)

3.Carefully place the kettle on the base of the device,
so that the kettle and the base are completely aligned
with each other, and place the lid of the kettle on the
body. Then connect the plug of the device to the pow-
er outlet until the settings panel lights up.

4.When you hear a “beep” and the “--
symbol appears on the panel, the device
enters standby mode.

5.Touch the “ (&) “icon. The temperature of
100 degrees Celsius appears on the display
and the “Tap” icon light flashes for 3 seconds.
Then the device starts heating the water. At
this stage, the display shows the current water
temperature and the “Tap” light remains on.
6.When the water temperature reaches 100 de—
grees Celsius, the device will beep to indicate
that the water has boiled. After that, the device
will automatically enter the keep warm mode.

7.After the kettle boils, turn the teapot filter
clockwise (“Open” side) to open it. Pour the
desired amount of dry tea into the teapot
filter. (As shown in Figure 3)

8. Slowly pour boiling water into the teapot and
fill to the (MAX) mark. (As shown in Figure 4)
9.Close the filter lid counterclockwise
(“Lock” side). (As shown in Figure 5)

8. Make sure that the power cord of the device
does not hang over the edge of the table or coun-
ter or come into contact with hot surfaces.

9. Make sure that the device is placed on a flat
and solid surface and that children will not have
access to it. Placing the kettle on a flat surface
prevents it from tipping over and causes damage
to people and the device.

10. NASA Electric is not responsible for any dam-
age caused by improper use. Therefore, any
damage caused by improper use is not covered
by the warranty.

11. Avoid things that can damage the device or the
power cord. Do not carry the device by the pow-
er cord. When unplugging the tea maker from the
power outlet, pull the plug, never the cable.

12. To prevent damage to the kettle element, do
not turn on the device without water.

13. The kettle should not be filled with water be—
yond the MAX level. This will cause it to overflow
when boiling.

14. Always make sure that the lid of the kettle and
teapot is closed and do not remove it when boil-
ing.

15. Always carry the kettle by its handle. The outer
surface is hot.

16. Extreme caution should be exercised when
carrying a kettle or teapot containing hot water.
17. When removing the lid when the kettle con-
tains hot water, be careful not to spill water.
18. Please unplug the appliance before cleaning
and when not in use. Allow the appliance to cool
down before cleaning.

Warning: Use the base only for this model of tea
maker (NS-526) and do not use the base for other
tea maker models. Avoid splashing water on the
connector.

19. Be careful not to come into contact with the
steam coming out of the device when boiling wa-
ter and do not allow children to use the device.
20. When the tea maker is in the boiling mode, the
teapot or lid must be placed on the kettle, other—
wise the device will not go into the warming mode
even though the water is boiling.

21. It is recommended to use domestic drinking
(purified) water in the tea maker kettle to prevent
scaling. And avoid pouring other liquids into the
kettle to boil.

22. Never place the base or electrical connections
of the appliance in wet environments. If the ap-
pliance gets wet, unplug it from the power outlet
and do not use it until it is dry.

23. Do not place the appliance near or on a stove,
heat source or hot surface.
